Why attend? 
 
This webinar will cover a brief overview of the steps and processes involved in closing out one 
fiscal year and starting another from a Purchasing perspective.   
 

• Year-End Requisition Cancellation (POX086) 

• Purchase Order/Requisitions Fiscal Year Control (POX000) 

• Identifying and analyzing open purchase order (POR110) 

• Assigning payment action coded (POPYMT) 

• Rolling Y1 Pos to Y2 Pos (POR510) 

• Rolling Y1 Pos to Y2 payables (POR520) 

• Closing out and liquidating open Pos (PCLXFR/PCL920) 

• Starting Fiscal Year 2 – odometers for requisitions, POs, estimated payables for Y2 
(GOUPDT) 

• Copying PO requisitions from Y1 to Y2 (POCOPY) 

• Managing your Queues for simultaneous Y1/Y2 activity 

• Miscellaneous – if sales tax rates change – (GOUPDT) tax rate differentials (VEUPDT) 

• Other topics if time permits 
 
This webinar is an excellent refresher for current staff to review the Purchasing Fiscal Year 
Rollover process, as well as for new staff to become familiar with the main ideas of the 
Purchasing Fiscal Year Rollover process.
